June 26, 2017, marked the CHPD’s 11 birthday. As we do every year, CHPD held our annual Honors 

& Awards ceremony on June 29, to commemorate new employees sworn into office over the previous 

year, to acknowledge those who made significant professional achievements, and to honor acts of  

bravery and heroism during that past year. Mayor Jeff Slowey and all of City Council attended the 

event, along with Sacramento County Board of Supervisors Sue Frost, City Manager Christopher W. 

Boyd, and police dignitaries from throughout the region. In all, there were about 300 people who     

attended, and the ceremony was an elegant celebration to honor many special employees of CHPD as 

well as citizens from our community who performed fearless acts of bravery.
